International « ASSIS » Prize for the security
of health information systems in Europe

Closing date: 9 January 2012
Following the dissolution of the international non-profit association “ASSIS” (Association pour la sécurité des systèmes d’information de santé), an international Prize has been created to reward substantial progress in the development of secure health information systems in Europe.
This international prize of an amount of 5.000 Euros is awarded to a researcher from one of the European Union (EU) member states. A non EU citizen can also apply if he/she contributed to a work in this field financed by the EU or by public funds of one of the member states. The prize can only be shared by two authors of the same work.
· Candidates should submit the following documents in French or English:

- A curriculum vitae, including a list of publications and of prizes received during the past ten years, with their amount; 
- An introductory document of maximum four pages, taking in account several potential aspects, namely technical, medical, legal, ethical and societal, and showing their contribution to the development of secure health information systems in Europe; 

- A copy of maximum three scientific papers (with at least a summary in French or in English) that the candidates estimates as the most representative of his/her work or proving that the work has been accepted for publication in an international journal.
The assessment of submitted contributions will be done by a jury composed of six members appointed by the Royal Academy of Medicine of Belgium. The Chairman will be of Belgian citizenship; at least two members will be citizens from other EU member states, one of them being designated by the Council of EFMI (European Federation for Medical Informatics)

The ASSIS Prize will be awarded every three years and only twice. If the prize can not be given for any reason, it will be postponed to the next three years period. Academy members are also eligible to apply. Works submitted can be published or not.
